NUTRITION ADVISORY COUNCIL OF THE YEAR
Judging requirements and guidelines

Welcome to the Annual NAC OF THE YEAR competition. The following information will outline the guidelines regarding the assembly of the NAC Notebook, and the criteria the judges will consider. It is very important to follow all of the guidelines listed in these pages. If you do not follow the format, you will be disqualified from the contest. If you follow these guidelines, your chances of receiving maximum points will increase substantially.

Notebooks must be in to the State NAC Chair no later than March 15 of the current school year.

ALL ENTRIES MUST BE SUBMITTED TO YOUR STATE NAC CHAIR BY MARCH 15.

I-     GENERAL QUALIFICATIONS
· NACs who wish to participate in the NAC of the Year Contest must submit a Charter Application and a Charter Fee of $25.00 to the State NAC Chair by October 15. Any NAC submitting a Charter Application after OCTOBER 15 IS NOT ELIGIBLE for the contest. There will be no exceptions.

· NAC Advisor must indicate on the Charter Application, intent to participate in the NAC OF THE YEAR competition. An area is provided on the application to indicate intent.
· NAC Advisor must be a SNA Member. Other School Staff may assist.
· NAC must be an individual school, not a school district.
· NAC Advisor may assist with the collation of the binder and content writing, but the majority of the work should be completed by the students.

II- ENTRY FORMAT

· Your entry should begin with a good quality ½ inch 8 ½ x 11   3 ring binder. All pages must be 8 ½ x 11. Larger binders or pages will automatically be disqualified.
· State and School must be clearly visible on the cover.

· The first page should state the Advisor’s name, and SNA Membership number.

      (This will not be counted toward the total 20 pages). Also include Advisor’s Certification renewal date if they are certified.

· The binder should have 3 (three) tabbed sections.

1- NAC Group Bio (1 page max- 1 sided)

2- Art Contest         (11 pages max- 1 sided)

3- NAC Project information (8 pages max, 1 sided)

TOTAL PAGES of documentation accepted =20 pages – 1 sided.

· Tabbed pages, when used as dividers for a section, and if blank, will not be counted in the number of pages allowed. (i.e., in the Art Contest section of your book, you are allowed a blank tabbed page, a summary page, and 10 pieces of art work.)

· Video Tapes, Cassette Tapes, Slides, or any other special materials are not allowed.
· Decorative covers will not be considered in judging.

III- ORGANIZING AND REPORTING ENTRY

A- NAC Group Bio – (50 points) (1 page max- 1 sided)

1- List all NAC Team Members and Grade levels (40 points)

2- Include 1 picture of NAC Team. Picture must not be larger than a 4x6. 

(10 points)

B- Annual Art Contest Participation-(10 points per entry, 100 points max) (11 pages max 1 sided).

1- Summary page of NAC students who entered the contest. NAME and GRADE. ( 1 page, 1 sided)

2- Photocopy of artwork with student’s name and grade level written in the bottom right hand corner of each piece of artwork. One piece of artwork per page. (10 page max, 1 sided.)
NOTE: ANY STUDENT IN ANY SCHOOL MAY PARTICIPATE IN THE ART CONTEST, HOWEVER, ONLY NAC STUDENT ART WILL COUNT TOWARD POINTS FOR THE NAC OF THE YEAR CONTEST.

C- REPORT ON PROJECT (250 points max) (8 page max, 1 sided)

NAC Project should be a project that is worked on throughout the current school year. This project must have a particular goal in mind. For example: NAC School has a very low lunch participation. NAC’s goal would be to increase lunch participation by 15 %. NAC would then participate in various activities to help achieve the goal. Activities could include decorating the cafeteria, special promotions, tasting parties, surveys, etc.

 The only requirement of the project is that the goal is focused on promoting nutrition and good health. The more creative, the better. The judges will consider the promotion of nutrition/good health and the creativity of the project. Some examples are:

· Improving the school food service program

· Promoting participation

· Educating school and community on nutrition and good health

· Raising community and school awareness on global hunger

  Describe your project (50 points, 1page max, 1 sided) Brief description on       objective/goal. (2 paragraphs) Why project was selected.
           Section 2- NAC Student Involvement

           Describe how NAC was involved in planning and implementation of project.

 
(50 points, 1 page max, 1 sided)   
Section 3- NAC Activities

List and describe the NAC Activities that were completed to achieve objective/goal of the project. A maximum of 5 activities may be included. (4 page max, 1 sided) 100 point max. No more than 2 activities per page. For each activity, a brief written summary of the activity should be included, describing how the activity relates to the overall goal of the project. (100 words or less per description).

NAC can include pictures, newspaper clippings, surveys etc. as documentation. All documentation should be related to program events.

Section 4- Project Results

How was your NAC Group’s objective/goal met? (50 points, 2 page max, 1 sided). Write a brief summary of successes/ highlights and how overall goal was met (should be no longer than 3 paragraphs).

NAC can include pictures, graphs, letters, etc. as documentation for this section.

Bonus Points

If the NAC Advisor is SNA certified, an additional 50 points will be awarded. Certification renewal date must be included on the sheet with the Advisor’s name and membership number.

IV- STATE JUDGING    MARCH 15

  Each participating school will select a winner. Entries will be sent to the State NAC Chair by March 15 of the current school year.

  A maximum of 3 judges will judge State entries. Recommended judges are: State NAC Chair, State President, and 1 other member of the State NAC Committee or State Executive Board.

  Winners of the local NAC will receive recognition at the discretion of the local CN Director.

  The winning State NAC will receive an 8 ½ x 11 inch plaque, recognition at the Annual State Conference; present a mini session at the Annual State Conference,

and an afternoon of entertainment at the Conference. They will judge Creative Arts, and award a plaque for the “NAC PICK OF CREATIVE ARTS”. The winning NAC will receive $100.00 to be used for the NAC at the discretion of the NAC Advisor.

 Winners will be notified by April 15 of the current school year.
